VISIT GUIDELINES
Our break schedules are designed to allow flexibility in scheduling your visits with your daughter.  We ask that you make your plans for visits to SRA or home visits using this schedule.  This will ensure your daughter fulfills her academic commitments. We also suggest the Phase IV students use the week long breaks as an opportunity to visit other schools as part of the planning process after graduation from SRA.

Please read these guidelines carefully.  Questions about scheduling visits with your daughter are to be directed to your therapist.   

Visit Criteria:  Phase move-up does not automatically mean a visit.  Visits are based on the girl’s attitude and the recommendations of a team consisting of the therapists, teachers and community leaders.  The number of visits your daughter may take requires her  therapist’s approval and is determined by the phase she is on, as follows:

Phase II:
3 area visits

Phase III:
1 area visit, 3 home visits  

Phase IV:
1 visit per month (home or area)

For example, if your daughter is on Phase 3 and has already had 1 area visit and 1 home visit, she has 1 remaining area visit and 1 remaining home visit.  She will not be eligible for any additional visits until she moves to the next phase.    All visits are contingent on the approval of your daughter’s therapist.  She must also be in good standing in the community with good grades, must complete her educational contract and must complete all of her schoolwork.  Please read the Pre-requisites on this page.   Only your daughter’s therapist  can schedule or modify a visit; no other staff member is authorized to do so.

Trip Scheduling: All on-campus, off-campus and home visits must be approved by the therapist.  Once approval has been obtained from your daughter’s therapist and you have completed the travel/visit arrangements, please follow these guidelines for:
Spring Ridge Academy/Area Visits:  Please contact Carole Loiselle (x118)  to inform her of your arrival  time at, and your return time to, Spring Ridge Academy. 
You may wish to schedule an appointment with your daughter’s therapist.  All other appointments with SRA staff can be scheduled through Carole.  Phase IIs are required to return to campus from their vicinity visit by 4:00 P.M.

Home Visits:  Please contact Carole Loiselle (x118) providing her the dates and travel itinerary (airline schedules, etc.)  for your daughter.
When making airline reservations it is important to remember that your daughter cannot leave SRA on the shuttle until all classes and groups have ended for that scheduled time period.   Our classes and groups generally do not end before 5:30 P.M. Carole Loiselle will make the necessary shuttle arrangements for transportation to/from Phoenix Sky Harbor airport. We have difficulty scheduling shuttles for our students to make flights that depart before 9:00 am.  Please be aware of this limitation when scheduling outgoing flights.   Equally important, please remember to schedule her return flight to arrive at Phoenix Sky Harbor in time to catch a shuttle no later than 5:00 P.M.  Any later arrival places her in jeopardy of missing the last shuttle.    We highly recommend you check with Carole for the shuttle schedule to allow for flight arrival at least 1 hour before the shuttle arrival in case of flight delays.

Pre-requisites:  A student must be in good standing in the community and academics for home visits.  A student that has violated school policy or honor code and/or has less than a C+ average and/or has any academic incompletes will not be allowed a visit.   If a student has any loss of activity, work hours or fines, a visit will not be allowed.   Any of these infractions could result in a last minute notice of visit cancellation.

Food:  Students are not allowed to bring food back on campus.
Illness or Exposure to Communicable Disease:  If your daughter should become ill during her visit or is exposed to a communicable disease,  please advise our nurse prior to her return so that we may ensure proper care for her.

Non-Prescriptive and Prescriptive Drugs:  No over-the counter / non-prescriptive drugs are allowed at SRA.  No student is to return to this campus with any of these drugs.  Prescriptive drugs must be sent to the Clinical Director.  

Finals Week:  No visits will be permitted during Finals Week. 
Discussing Visits:  Please do not discuss any visits with your daughter until she has reached the appropriate phase.

Appropriate Dress:  Students are required to wear jeans and their Phase Polo shirt when leaving and arriving on campus.   Students traveling must remain in their jeans and Phase Polo shirt when they leave campus or board the plane on their return until they reach their final destination.  We have established this policy for your daughter's safety while traveling.  When off campus or on home visits, the student must wear appropriate clothing.

Bringing Back New Clothes and Other Items:  New clothes or items may be brought back only when your daughter brings a signed permission slip to do so.  Remember, we have limited space in the dormitories and cannot accommodate extra belongings.  If these rules are not followed, the excess clothing or items will be returned to you C.O.D.
